1. Question: The phrase “Upon entry of a contract following this solicitation and through the term of such agreement, the individuals will be required to agree to (1) not represent Lake County, Florida and (2) not represent a client, individual, or entity in an action, suit or claim against Lake County, Florida”, does this imply that no one else in the firm can represent Lake County, the entire firm or just the individual attorney who submits for this particular bid?   

Answer: A mediator is to serve in a neutral capacity. It would not be best to have an individual attorney serve as mediator in one capacity and then, have that same attorney in another capacity turn around and sue the County. The County hires private attorneys to serve as outside counsel to represent Lake County government. It may look one-side to have an individual attorney serve as outside-counsel for the County and have that same individual attorney serve as a mediator. Again, a mediator is to be neutral. The County is understanding that at larger firms’ attorneys serve in different practice areas and divisions. This conflict provision is applicable to individual attorneys and not to entire firms. As is standard practice in civil litigation, a mediator is selected by agreement of the parties in the lawsuit. The purpose of this solicitation is to have a list of mediators that are ready and willing to serve that the County can share with opposing counsel on a case. That being said, an attorney at a firm may not be asked to serve as mediator for a particular eminent domain case because (1) another attorney at that same firm is representing Lake County or (2) another attorney at that same firm is representing a property owner on the same County road project which is at issue at the mediation.

1. Question: Approximately how many mediations would the mediator be requested to cover on a weekly or monthly basis?  

[bookmark: _GoBack]Answer: The answer depends. The purpose of the solicitation is to gather a list of multiple mediators who could be available as needed. It is not usual for the County to have three (3) mediations in a month or two (2) mediations in one week. But there are times when County may go 3 months without having a mediation. If the County Attorney and opposing counsel agree to use a certain mediator, the scheduling of the mediation with be with opposing counsel and the mediator on a day that works for all.  

1. Question: Would the typical routine mediation be expected to take a half or a full day? 

Answer: Full day.

1. Question: Is conducting the mediation the only service required, including review of any documents and speaking to the parties in preparation for the mediation, or would there be other services?  

Answer: No other services.
